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Apartment and House Hunter's Checklist 
Before you start looking for a place, get organized and decide: 1) how much you can afford to pay, 2) what your space and 
living needs are, 3) how long you plan on staying, and 4) what sort of area you want to live in. 

When you find a potential unit be sure that the answers to these questions are covered in or added to your rental 
agreement. And don't leave without a copy of any amendments-it's worth a detour to the local copy center. 

1. When is the unit available? If the move-in date is impractical for you, ask if it's negotiable so that you don't pay for
unoccupied time. Is the apartment currently occupied? Is the lease agreement month-to-month or year-to-year?

2. How much are rent and deposit fees, and when is rent due? If mailed, does the rent need to be received or postmarked by the
due date?

3. Is there a grace period after the monthly rental due date? When is your payment considered late, and is there a penalty charge
for late payment?

4. What are the terms for renewing the lease? Can you move into an apartment you like better if one becomes vacant? What are
the conditions if you have to move before the lease expires?

5. Are pets allowed?
6. Are any utilities included in your agreement?
7. Are you allowed to have roommates? What is the policy on subletting?
8. Can you paint the walls or make other decorating changes?
9. Will you be responsible for any property maintenance? Is there an office onsite, or a 24-hour phone number in case of an 

emergency?
10. Is the unit a legal dwelling?

Application Screening Fee 
A landlord can charge you an application screening fee to cover his/her out-of-pocket expenses for obtaining and 
processing your application. The application fee cannot be more than the landlord's actual out-of-pocket costs, and 
effective in 2024, can never be more than $62.02. The landlord must give you an itemized receipt showing his/her 
expenses and must return any unused portion of the fee (for example, if  the landlord did not check your references). 

A Checklist of Things to Inspect 
Here is a checklist of things you should look for when inspecting a rental property. All requirements mentioned are 
contained in the California Civil Code. Please slow down and look carefully before you sign on the dotted line. 

□ Structure (floors, walls, ceiling, foundation) □ Signs of insects, vermin, and rodents
□ Plumbing □ Wiring and electricity
□ Bathroom □ Fire safety
□ Kitchen □ Trash and garbage receptacles
□ Hot water □ General cleanliness of the area
□ Heat □ Locks
□ Light and ventilation □ Earthquake safety

Get all Promises in Writing 
Whatever promises the landlord makes, you should be aware that it is very common for vague, oral agreements to lead to 
misunderstanding, bitterness, and financial loss. The time to protect yourself is now. Get all promises in writing. Make 
two copies, one for the landlord and one for your own file. 

The Landlord-Tenant Checklist 
Another good self-protection devise for both landlords and tenants involves taking an inventory of the condition of the 
premises at the time you move in, and then again when you move out. This means no more than making a brief written 
record of the condition of each room and having it signed by you and your landlord. Not only does the inventory give 
both an accurate record of the condition of the unit, but the act of making it provides a framework for communication and 
the resolution of potential disputes about security deposits when you move out. Contact the Housing Rights Center to 
receive a sample checklist. It is also a good idea to take pictures of your unit when you move in and move out.

• emergency services (domestic violence, emergency
physical/mental healthcare) and other supportive
services (mental health, workforce development,
etc.); and

• to or, direct provision of, basic services such as
food provision, storage, and hygiene services.

Although this term can have various meanings, when the City refers to affordable housing, it is meant to describe housing units that have been constructed 
as part of a private development project and are required to be set aside and rented at a rate that is affordable to a certain income level.
The role of the City’s affordable housing program is to work with the developer to ensure that the affordable housing unit is rented out to a household that 
is qualified based on their level of income. The City also works with the developer to ensure that the application process for the affordable housing units 
complies with the City’s affordable housing guidelines. 
The income levels are determined using the Area Median Income (AMI) at the county-level, which are based on household size, and are set by the state 
Department of Housing and Community Development (HCD) each year. The current AMI for Los Angeles County is $98,200, which is then used to set 
the limit for income levels for various household sizes.

The affordable housing monthly rental prices listed in Table 2 are gross amounts before any deductions for utility allowances. If the tenant is required to 
pay for utilities, the maximum rent must be reduced to account for the cost of those utilities, by the amount of the utility allowance (as determined by the 
City of Beverly Hills and as updated from time to time) not including the cost of telephone, cable TV, or internet service.

The rent of each income level has been adjusted for assumed household size based on presumed occupancy level of one person in a studio apartment, 
two persons in a one-bedroom unit, three persons in a two-bedroom unit, and one additional person for each additional bedroom thereafter.

The City of Beverly Hills is not a housing authority, and does not issue housing vouchers, nor does the City handle section 8 unit placement. A housing 
voucher may be obtained through the local housing authority.

DOES THE CITY ISSUE SECTION 8 VOUCHERS?

TIER 1    Existing occupants of protected units who are lower income households and are displaced from a project site on which the new project 
will be developed.

TIER 2    Senior households displaced from a property in the City of Beverly Hills in the last 10 years.

TIER 3    Households with BHUSD students (10th grade or lower) displaced from a property in the City of Beverly Hills in the last 10 years.

TIER 4    Other households displaced from a property in the City of Beverly Hills in the last 10 years.

TIER 5    Senior households (62+).

TIER 6    Individuals employed full time by public or private entity located & operating in the City of Beverly Hills and whose primary work location  
is located within the City.

If you would like to receive email notification when an application period for an affordable housing unit(s) begins, please visit 
www.beverlyhills.org/affordablehousing to add your name to the Interested Parties sign up list or visit www.housekeys20.com. 
Once an application period for an affordable housing unit(s) is opened, an email notification will be sent to this list as well as 
in advance of the start date for the application period.

For the purposes of this program, displacement shall be defined as when persons have permanently vacated their primary housing unit in the City, or 
are at risk of having to permanently vacate their primary housing unit within the City of Beverly Hills as a result of the following:

• Demolition of the housing unit due to new development project on the subject property.
• Voluntary vacation of the housing unit related to a new development project on the subject property (for example, accepting cash for keys offer).
• Withdrawal of the housing unit from the rental housing market under the Ellis Act.
• Involuntary vacation of a housing unit due to the natural disaster such as an earthquake, fire or flood.
• Involuntary vacation of a housing unit as a result of a dangerous condition of the property making the unit unsafe to occupy on a permanent basis as

deemed by the City, including but not limited to, when occupancy is no longer permitted pursuant to California Health and Safety Code regulations 
relating to a unit or building deemed substandard or uninhabitable.

Assistance Program  

 The City of Bell Gardens is now providing up to 12 months in 
rent subsidy to qualified renters at risk of homelessness. 

 
 This assistance is made possible by the State’s PLHA 

(Permanent Local Housing Allocation) Program and the           
Los Angeles County Development Authority (LACDA).  

 
 To be eligible, households must meet the following criteria: 
  

1. Have a minimum area median income (AMI) of 30%. 
 
2. Be able to contribute 60% or more of their total monthly  

income towards rent. 
 
 Financial assistance will be in the form of a monthly rent      

subsidy paid directly to the landlord or property owner. 
 
 Case management includes, but is not limited to, application 

review, housing stability assistance, homeless prevention, 
guidance with tracking expenses, managing bills, and              
prioritizing financial obligations. 

 
 Assistance and funds will be available on a first-come, first-

serve basis and until funds are depleted.

seguimiento de gastos, administración de facturas y          
priorización de obligaciones financieras.

HomeSharing is an alternaƟ ve way of meeƟ ng housing needs that benefi ts 
renters and homeowners alike. Simply put, HomeSharing is an arrangement 
where two or more unrelated people share a dwelling, each having their 
own private space and sharing certain common areas. HomeSharers may 
arrange a regular rental payment, or exchange services to oī set a porƟ on or 
all of the rent. No two HomeSharing situaƟ ons are alike; each is tailored to 
the needs and preferences of the individual people involved. 

Ventura County HomeShare facilitates a more secure connecƟ on to area 
Home Seekers and Providers looking for an alternaƟ ve opƟ on to many 
of today’s housing and independent living challenges. Ventura County 
HomeShare will not dictate the terms of the HomeSharing arrangement but 
rather assists with screening candidates, links potenƟ ally successful matches, 
and oī ers guidance on the interview process. Ventura County HomeShare will not solve emergency housing needs but rather 
assist area residents with creaƟ ng successful soluƟ ons to the high cost of care and housing in Ventura County. 
 

Who HomeShares?
 
Home Providers may be living in a house too large due to life changes or they may be fi nding it diĸ  cult to cope with maintaining 
a household alone. Home Seekers may be seniors, college students, newly single persons, professionals recently moved to the 
area or travelling, or anyone in need of lower-cost housing with an understanding of the benefi ts of sharing. 

• HomeShare does not provide home health care. If an applicant needs a great deal of personal care or cannot be leŌ  
unaƩ ended, this program is not appropriate. HomeSharers can provide companion care and household help, but it should be 
expected that seekers will have acƟ viƟ es of their own, independent of the home provider. 

• The process of matching is a careful and somewhat Ɵ me-consuming one and is not a “quick fi x.” It will take Ɵ me for us to fi nd 
suitable matches and for applicants to make careful decisions. People in need of short-term housing may apply, but many 
providers prefer a longer-term commitment and referral opportuniƟ es may be limited. 

• Persons with convicƟ ons for felony or misdemeanor crimes involving bodily injury, assault, elder abuse, sexual oī ense, 
possession or distribuƟ on of an illegal substance, or theŌ  or damage of personal property, are not eligible for the program. 
We can, however, assist people in fi nding community resources. 

The HomeShare Process
 
1) Complete and submit applicaƟ on materials.
2) Profi le preparaƟ on including background checks for all parƟ cipants and home inspecƟ ons by staī , as needed.
3) Match referral including phone interviews with staī , and potenƟ al HomeSharers.
4) Face-to-face meeƟ ng of HomeSharers, with staī  support as needed.
5) HomeShare agreement! Once a match is made, Ventura County HomeShare suggests parƟ cipants document their agreement. 
We can provide templates that parƟ cipants can use to create their own personalized agreement.

The staī  of Ventura County HomeShare acts only as a facilitator providing the opportunity for parƟ es involved to come together 
and work out their own housing arrangements. It is the responsibility of the parƟ cipants to determine whether referred 
individuals are found to be compaƟ ble. All fi nal decisions regarding HomeSharing rest with the Seekers and Providers of housing.

El programa de ComparƟ endo Vivienda (HomeSharing) es una forma alternaƟ va de 
saƟ sfacer las necesidades de vivienda que benefi cia a inquilinos y propietarios por igual. 
Simplemente el programa de ComparƟ endo Vivienda es un arreglo donde dos personas 
o mas no relacionadas comparten una vivienda, cada uno teniendo su propio espacio 
y comparten algunas áreas comunes. Los que comparten la vivienda pueden arreglar 
un pago de renta regular o intercambiar servicios para compensar parte de la renta o la 
renta total. Ningún caso de ComparƟ endo Vivienda (HomeSharing) es igual; cada uno es 
de acuerdo con las necesidades y preferencias de las personas involucradas.

El Programa del Condado De Ventura HomeShare (ComparƟ endo Vivienda) facilita una 
conexión más segura con los Solicitantes y Proveedores de Vivienda del área que buscan 
una alternaƟ va a muchos de los desaİ os actuales de vivienda y vida independiente. 
El Programa del Condado De Ventura HomeShare (Vivienda ComparƟ da) no dictará 
los términos del acuerdo de HomeSharing, sino que ayuda a evaluar los candidatos, 
conecta coincidencias potencialmente exitosas, y ofrece orientación sobre el proceso 
de entrevistas. El Programa del Condado De Ventura HomeShare no resolverá las necesidades de vivienda de emergencia, sino que ayuda a los 
residentes del área a crear soluciones exitosas para el alto costo de la atención y la vivienda en el condado de Ventura. 
 

¿Quién Comparte Casa?
 
Los Proveedores de Hogar pueden estar viviendo en una casa demasiado grande debido a cambios en la vida o pueden tener difi cultades para 
hacer frente al mantenimiento. Los solicitantes de vivienda pueden ser adultos mayores, estudiantes universitarios, personas recién solteras, 
profesionales que se han mudado recientemente a la zona o que están de viaje, o cualquier persona que necesite una vivienda de menor costo con 
una comprensión de los benefi cios de comparƟ r. 

• El Programa de HomeShare (Vivienda ComparƟ da) no proporciona atención medica en el hogar. Si un solicitante necesita una gran canƟ dad 
de cuidados personales o no se le puede dejar desatendido, este programa no es apropiado. Los que comparten vivienda (Home Sharers) 
pueden proporcionar cuidado de acompañantes y ayuda domésƟ ca, pero se debe esperar que los solicitantes tengan sus acƟ vidades propias 
independientemente del proveedor de la vivienda.

• El proceso de emparejamiento es cuidadoso y requiere algo de Ɵ empo y no es una “solución rápida”. Nos llevará Ɵ empo encontrar coincidencias 
adecuadas y que los solicitantes tomen decisiones cuidadosas. Las personas que necesitan vivienda a corto plazo pueden solicitarlo, pero 
muchos proveedores prefi eren un compromiso a largo plazo y las oportunidades de referencia pueden ser limitadas.

• Las personas con condenas por delitos graves o delitos menores que involucren lesiones corporales, agresión, abuso de adultos mayores, delitos 
sexuales, posesión o distribución de una sustancia ilegal, o robo o daño a la propiedad personal, no son elegibles para el programa. Sin 
embargo, podemos ayudar a las personas a encontrar recursos comunitarios.

El Proceso de ComparƟ r Vivienda (HomeShare)
 
1) Complete y envíe los materiales de la solicitud.
2) Preparación del perfi l, incluidas las verifi caciones de antecedentes de todos los parƟ cipantes y las inspecciones de vivienda por parte del 
personal, según sea necesario.
3) Referencias de coincidencias, incluidas entrevistas telefónicas con el personal y posibles ComparƟ dores de Vivienda (HomeSharers).
4) Reunión cara a cara de ComparƟ dores de Vivienda (HomeSharers), con el apoyo del personal según sea necesario.
5) ¡Acuerdo de HomeShare! Una vez que se hace una coincidencia, el programa de Ventura County HomeShare sugiere que los parƟ cipantes 
documenten su acuerdo. Podemos proporcionar formas para que los parƟ cipantes puedan usar para crear su propio acuerdo personalizado.

El personal del programa Ventura County HomeShare (Vivienda ComparƟ da) actúa solo como un facilitador que brinda la oportunidad para que 
las partes involucradas se reúnan y resuelvan sus propios arreglos de vivienda. Es responsabilidad de los parƟ cipantes determinar si las personas 
referidas son compaƟ bles. Todas las decisiones fi nales con respecto a el programa de HomeSharing (ComparƟ endo Vivienda) recaen en los 
Solicitantes y Proveedores de vivienda.
